
Allergan EHS Community Interaction 

 

Allergan has a long history of community interactions involving various stakeholders including 

employees, neighbors, local government entities, local non-governmental organizations (NGO), 

local trade associations, local schools and other educational institutions, local charitable 

organizations, local environmental conservation groups, local utilities, local medical institutions, 

local suppliers and local customers.  All of these efforts are aimed at improving the local 

communities in which we operate in keeping with our Allergan EHS Policy.  The following 

programs and activities describe these community interactions. 

 

Allergan EHS Achievement Award and the Community 

 

Allergan established an EHS Achievement Award in 1994 in order to recognize superior EHS 

performance at its sites worldwide.  The winning site is able to select a local EHS organization 

which will receive funding from Allergan for EHS purposes. 

 

Allergan USA 

 

In Irvine California, the American Chemical Societyôs Kids and Chemistry Program allowed 

Allergan volunteers to conduct classroom sessions at local high schools regarding chemistry and 

its relation to business and the world in general.  Allergan volunteers have participated in beach 

cleanup days where employees volunteer to spend a half day removing litter and debris from 

local beaches. 

 

Volunteers have raised funds for various humanitarian causes such as ñRun for the Cureò Susan 

G. Komen Foundation and walks for Childrenôs Hospital of California.   Volunteers have spent 

time educating youngsters about marine life at the Ocean Institute. 

 

Earth Day celebrations on the Allergan Irvine campus have provided the community 

opportunities to view new technologies such as electric, hybrid and natural gas vehicles as well 

as energy efficiency opportunities that can be used at home or work.

Allergan has partnered with the City of Irvine to participate in the ñCans for Cash Recycling 

Challenge,ò a nationwide aluminum can contest. The campaign raised more than $12,000 to 

support Irvine schools last year. This yearôs goal is to collect one million cans in the month of 

October.   As part of the challenge, Allergan was assigned to Bonita Canyon Elementary School 

to help in their efforts to raise awareness for aluminum can recycling. The proceeds from 

recycling your aluminum cans will go directly to the school. Allergan also donates the funds 

collected from other recyclable materials to the Boys and Girls Club in Santa Ana on an ongoing 

basis.

Allergan has partnered with Corporate Express to support the Special 

Olympics by participating in their Toner Cartridge Recycling Program.  Allergan has supported 

the Orange County Childrenôs Water Education Festival annually.  The Festival aims to educate 

fourth through sixth grade elementary students about water and how precious it is to us.   

Allergan employees have involved themselves at almost every volunteer level with the Orange 

County Marathon.  Donations raised go to fund local childrenôs charities such as the United 

Cerebral Palsy Foundation.   

 

In Waco Texas, volunteers have participated in cleanups of Lake Waco annually.   

 
Volunteers have also aided local schools in receiving funds for school educational materials 

through Allergan recycling efforts.  Local schools have been helped to establish recycling

Allergan has also planted indigenous trees at the Westport site.  Allergan has also encouraged 

local schools to participate in the Annual EHS Week.
